TITLE I PARENT/SCHOOL/STUDENT COMPACT

The purpose of the parent/school/student compact is to communicate a common understanding of home and school responsibilities to assure that every child attains high standards and quality education.

The Parent’s Responsibilities:

1. As an involved parent, I will support my child by ensuring that he/she attends school daily and arrives on time;

2. I will create a quiet workplace for my child to complete homework assignment and give my child assistance when needed to see that assignments are completed and returned to school on time;

3. I will read aloud to my child regularly and be an interested listener as he/she reads to me;

4. I will seek information regarding my child’s progress by attending conferences with teachers, principals, and other district personnel;

5. I will attend district-wide and campus parent meetings and visit my child’s classroom to discuss and participate in his/her education;

6. I will expect my child to conduct himself/herself in an appropriate manner so that learning can take place in the classroom;

7. I will communicate the importance of education by setting high expectations for my child;

8. I will help my child establish a routine for school days.  For instance, prepare backpacks/books/homework the night before and place these items in a designated spot.  Also prepare clothing and lunches at night and establish an assigned bedtime and wake-up time;

9. I will communicate positive information regarding teachers, principals, and other campus personnel when discussing school with my child;

10. I will be responsive to teacher requests and will discuss any concerns regarding my child in a responsible manner.

The School’s Responsibilities:

1. The school will ask for parent and community input (through meetings, surveys, conferences, etc.) about the education of the children it serves;

2. The school will offer a safe and caring environment where children can learn;

3. The school will communicate with parents concerning their child’s education through conferences, parent meetings, newsletters, progress reports, etc.;

4. The school will notify parents of school events in a timely manner;

5. Teachers will communicate individual student accomplishments to parents as well as areas of concern;

6. Administrators and teachers will communicate the grade-level and individual expectations on district and state mandated tests.  An interpretation of scores will be given to parents;

7. The school will set high expectations for each child and encourage them to reach those goals;

8. The school will give its instructional goals and the implementation of those goals to parents at school-wide meetings and parent conferences;

9. The school will provide translation of written notices or an interpreter at parent conferences when needed;

10. Homework assignments will be an extension of what is learned in the classroom and not merely “busy work” or untaught concepts;

11. Discipline will be maintained so that all students can learn.

The Student’s Responsibilities:

1. I will return completed homework on time;

2. I will follow the school and classroom rules;

3. I will respect other people and the community;

4. I will set high educational goals for myself.
